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Foreword

Once again, it is time for the Board to look
back, with some satisfaction, on the year gone
by. | feel privileged to present the Annual
Report of the Board for the year 2010-2011.
The year under report has been eventful and
gratifying for many reasons. The government’s
vision as contained in the 100 days agenda
on school education was finally achieved
with countrywide implementation of the
Continuous and Comprehensive Evaluation
Scheme in classes IX & X, introduction of
Grading System in Class X and phasing out
Class X exams for students of Senior Secondary

schools.

Along with these changes, however, the Board
has also been able to construct an Aptitude
Assessment Battery and Proficiency Test for
the students who have passed out of Class X
to provide a road map for future. The common
factor running across these initiatives is to
make the entire spectrum of school education

learner friendly, contemporary and futuristic.
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Academically speaking, we all know that
the emphasis of Child Centred Education
as advocated by RTE as well as Continuous
and Comprehensive Evaluation follows a
holistic approach. This envisages conceptual
clarification through experiential learning
in classrooms as the focus is placed on both
scholastic and co-scholastic areas along with
developing Life Skills, attitudes, creative
thinking, critical thinking, social skills and skills
tocopewithstress. Thetask of institutionalizing
thescheme was howeververyarduous, yet, the
Board devised an action plan and undertook
extensive teacher training programmes. 2218
Master Trainers were prepared for more than
6551 schools. For further capacity building,
Mentor/Monitor framework was initiated by
the Board. These Mentors worked as peer
assessors. The Board appointed Principals as
Mentors to visit a group of Mentee schools,
document observations with regard to the
implementation of CCE scheme, classroom

review and submit their report to the Board.

Subsequent to this preparation, the first
Summative Assessment Examination for Class
IX and X was conducted in September 2010
while Summative Assessment-ll Examination
was held in March 2011. The Board conducted
this Summative Assessment-Il examination
for the students studying in schools upto
secondary level only and for those students

who wished to switchover to other Boards for
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the Senior Secondary stage. For the schools
affiliated with the Board upto the Senior
Secondary level the schools were directed to
conduct their own Summative Assessment-I|
Examination. To facilitate these schools, the
syllabus and question paper design in different
subjects in Class IX and X for Summative

Assessment-Il was circulated by the Board.

To ensure standardization and uniformity the
Board framed the question papers in different
subjects and sent them to the schools. The
Marking Scheme for these question papers was
also provided by the Board to ensure uniformity
in evaluation, even in the internal examinations.
The schools were allowed to use the question
papers provided by the Board in their entirety
or mix-n-match the questions from the different
question papers provided by the Board (keeping
in mind the question paper framework/blueprint
as per the Board’s Sample Papers) or design their
own question papers on the lines of the Sample

question papers provided by the Board.

The schools were also asked to send data of
Internal Assessments done by the school for
the students of class IX and X to the Board in
the format provided by the Board. This data
was to be submitted online by April 2011. In
order to verify the assessments done by the
schools, the Board asked some of the randomly
selected schools through a computer program
to submit the Evidence of Assessments done
by them in respect of the students of class
IX and/or X. These Evidence of Assessments
submitted by the schools were subsequently
put to scrutiny by different experts.

The Board would be issuing a Consolidated
Qualifying Certificate from 2011 onwards
to all the students who appeared for the
Summative Assessment-Il Examination of the
Board - regardless of it being Board conducted

SA-Il or School conducted SA-II.

The All India Pre Medical / Pre Dental
Examination-2010 was conducted smoothly.
The All India Engineering Entrance Examination
which was held at 1623 examination centres
for more than 10 lakhs students. The Board
plans to introduce on-line examination for
engineering students from 2011 onwards. As a
pilot it will be done in 20 cities with a maximum

of five thousand candidates in each city.

The overall pass percentage of Secondary
in 2010 was 89.28%
while it was 79.87% for the students of Class

School Examination
XIl. The result of the students of class X had
grades instead of marks and also without any
mention of PASS/FAIL/COMPARTMENT. The
idea behind this move is to demystify the
marks system and the negative impact arising

out of this unscientific practice.

Let us accept that each individual is unique
with different sets of abilities. Identifying and
optimizing these abilities, while preparing an
individual for life and the world of work is one
of the mostimportant and meaningful purpose
of education. The secondary stage coincides

with the onset of adolescence and beginning of
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career concepts although not in the concrete
form. This stage becomes the most defining
phase asitinfluences higher studies and career
choices later in life. More often than not, the
choice of subjects is determined by the marks
as also by the parental and peer pressure or
the role models. It is therefore crucial to give a
road map to the student which is realistic and
favorable. In an ideal situation a child should
be allowed to choose subjects based on his

abilities and interest.

CBSE made a humble effort in this regard
by designing the Students Global Aptitude
Index (SGAI) to measure a student’s aptitude
in combination with the interest. The CBSE-
SGAI meant for students of secondary classes
is optional for schools as well as students.
Unlike the conventional Aptitude Tests, which
indicate professional orientation the CBSE-
SGAI indicates subject orientations at +2

levels.

Thefirstassessment of CBSE-SGAltook placeon
22nd January, 2011 in more than 3250 schools
across India and abroad with more than 2.5
lakh students participating. The test-batteries,
training material, the question booklets,
scoring keys and score cards were all designed
by CBSE in consultation with various experts in
this field and circulated to all the participating
schools. CBSE-SGAI is aimed to empower a
child with “self knowledge”. However, it should
be taken only as an indicator or a facilitator,
the results of CBSE-SGAI should be taken

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together with the student’s assessment from

other sources in making a choice of subjects.

The CBSE counseling project has been
consistently creating favorable impact and re-
engineering the thinking process of students
and parents, alike. The statistics so far have
shown that, last year 7,333 distress calls were
received during the first phase of counseling
i.e. between February and March whereas,
the number was reduced to 2,626, during the

same period in 2011.

This year 675 new schools of India and abroad
were affiliated with the Board. This also enjoins
upon the Board, greater responsiveness
to the needs of overseas population. With
this in view, CBSE launched an international
curriculum or CBSE-i last year as a pilot in
29 schools in 09 countries in the Middle East
& South Asia. Initially, it was introduced in
classes | & IX. This year CBSE-i has been further
extended to classes Il, VI and X. The CBSE
International (CBSE-i) provides opportunities
for extended

learning, development of

perspectives, research orientation, SEWA

(Social Empowerment through Work and
Action) and a more liberal approach towards
Arts Education (both Visual and Performing
Arts). It also provides flexibility in learning
of languages and an alternative approach to
Mathematics learning by providing for its study
at two levels. Social Sciences with valuable

historical perspectives and components of the
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countries in which schools are situated are
added features. Intensive capacity building
programmes have been undertaken for the
implementation of CBSE-i. It has also been
decided to conduct a Performance Analysis
Test (PAT) for students of class IX as a non-
qualifying on-line test on a pilot basis. The test

is proposed to be held in May-June, 2011.

The Board has been regularly organizing
training programmes in collaboration with
the leading business schools of the country
as well as universities for the enhancing the
Leadership skills of the Principals of its affiliated
schools. This year too Capacity Building
Workshops were organized with National
and International Institutes. The Interaction
between the Principals and the Resource
Persons of National & International repute
provided an excellent platform for exchanging
ideas and good practices in teaching-learning

situations.

The Board promotes excellence in education
through various schemes. Students are
encouraged to participate in Science Exhibition
and various Olympiads conducted from time

to time throughout an academic year.

The Board also runs special schemes for
promoting the Education of the single girl
child in class X, for meritorious students of
AIEEE and AIPMT for pursuing their Under-

Graduate professional courses. During the

year 2010-11, 307 scholarships were awarded

National Board

History of the Board

A trail of developments mark the significant
changes that took place over the years in shaping
up the Board to its present status. U.P. Board of
High School and Intermediate Education was
the first Board set up in 1921. It had under its
jurisdiction Rajputana, Central India and Gwalior.
In response to the representation made by
the Government of United Provinces, the then
Government of India suggested to set up a joint
Board in 1929 for all the areas which was named
as the 'Board of High School and Intermediate
Education, Rajputana. This included Ajmer,
Merwara, Central India and Gwalior.

The Board witnessed rapid growth and
expansion at the level of Secondary education
resulting in improved quality and standard of
education in institutions. But with the advent
of State Universities and State Boards in various
parts of the country the jurisdiction of the Board
was confined only to Ajmer, Bhopal and Vindhya
Pradesh later. As a result of this, in 1952, the
constitution of the Board was amended wherein
its jurisdiction was extended to part-C and Part-D
territories and the Board was given its present
name 'Central Board of Secondary Education'. It
was in the year 1962 finally that the Board was
reconstituted. The main objectives were those
of: serving the educational institutions more
effectively, to be responsive to the educational
needs of those students whose parents were
employed in the Central Government and had
frequently transferable jobs.

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Jurisdiction

The jurisdiction of the Board is extensive and
stretches beyond the national geographical
boundaries. As a result of the reconstitution, the
erstwhile' Delhi Board of Secondary Education’
was merged with the Central Board and thus all
the educational institutions recognized by the
Delhi Board also became a part of the Central
Board. Subsequently, all the schools located in
the Union Territory of Chandigarh. Andaman
and Nicobar Island, Arunachal Pradesh, the
State of Sikkim, and now Jharkhand, Uttaranchal
and Chhattisgarh have also got affiliation with
the Board. From 309 schools in 1962 the Board
today has 11511 schools on 31-3-2011 including
schools in 24 countries. There are 959 Kendriya
Vidyalayas, 1879 Government Schools, 8103
Independent Schools, 553 Jawahar Navodaya
Vidyalayas and 17 Central Tibetan Schools.

Decentralisation

In order to execute its functions effectively
Regional Offices have been set up by the board
in different parts of the country to be more
responsive to the affiliated schools. At present
the board has eight regional offices in Allahabad,
Ajmer, Chennai, Guwahati, Panchkula, Patna,
Bhubaneshwar and Delhi. Schools located
outside India are looked after by Regional Office
Delhi. The detailed jurisdiction of regional offices
of CBSE is mentioned in appendix XXVI. The
Headquarter constantly monitors the activities of
the Regional Offices. Although, sufficient powers
have been vested with the Regional Offices,
issues involving policy matters are, however,
referred to the Head Office. Matters pertaining to
day-to-day administration, liaison with schools,
pre and post examination arrangements are all
dealt with by the respective regional offices.
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Major Activities and Objectives

The Central Board of Secondary Education was

set up to achieve certain interlinked objectives:

¢ To prescribe conditions of examinations and
conduct public examination at the end of

Class X and XII.

¢+ To grant qualifying certificates to successful

candidates of the affiliated schools.

¢ To fulfill the educational requirements
of those students whose parents were

employed in transferable jobs.

¢ To prescribe and update the courses of

instructions of examinations.

¢ To affiliate institutions for the purpose
of examination and raise the academic

standards of the country.

The Prime Focus of the Board is on

¢ Innovations in teaching-learning
methodologies by devising student friendly
and student centered paradigms.

¢+ Reforms in examinations and evaluation

practices.

¢ Skill learning by adding job-oriented and
job-linked inputs.

¢ Regularly updating the pedagogical skills
of the teachers and administrators by
conducting in service training programmes,
workshops etc.
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The Chairman is the Chief Executive of the Board
and is assisted by five Heads of Departments
i.e. the Secretary, the Director (Academic), the
Controller of Examinations, the Director (Edusat,
ResearchDevelopmentandVocational Education)
and the Director (Special Examinations). The
Secretary (School Education and Literacy),
Ministry of Human Resource Development,
Government of India is the Controlling Authority
of the Board and appoints the Chairman and
other Heads of Departments

The Secretary, CBSE, is the Chief Administrative
Officer and responsible for the matters relating
to Administration, Audit and Accounts, Public
Relations, Legal and grant of affiliation to
schools.

The Director (Academic) is the Head of the
Academic Unit. The major functions of the unit
include developing the curriculum for all the
subjects in academic and vocational streams
at the Secondary and Senior Secondary levels,
to organize teacher’s training workshops, to
develop support material for the guidance of
the teachers and students, to publish text books
for Secondary and Senior Secondary classes and
monitoring the academic projects.

The Controller of Examinations is responsible
for all matters concerning examinations and
administration of examinations, the major

areas being pre and post examination work,
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co-ordinationwith Regional Officesforconducting
annualand compartmental Secondary and Senior
School Certificate Examinations and All India

Pre-Medical/Pre-Dental Entrance Examination.

The Director (Edusat, Research Development
and Vocational Education) is responsible for all
matters concerning Distance Education through
Education Satellite launched by Indian Space
Research Organisation (I.S.R.0.) and designing
of curriculum etc. for vocational subjects.

The Director (Special Examinations) is responsible
for all matters concerning the All India Engineering
Entrance Exams. and Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalaya

Selection Test etc.

CBSE also collaborates with Education Boards
of Nepal, Bhutan, Bangladesh, South Africa and
agencies like UNESCO, IBE, UNFPA.
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In compliance with section 5(2) of the Act,
effective operationalisation of the mandatory
provisions of the RTI Act, have been ensured
in CBSE. The public Relations Officer has been
appointed as the Chief Public Information Officer
(CPIO). All the Heads of the Department have
been designated as the Appellate Authority. In
addition, all the Regional Officers have been
appointed as the Appellate Authorities for the
Regions and the Assistant Secretaries have been
appointed as Public Information Officers (P1O) in
the regions. Public Information Counter has been
set up in the Public Relations Unit. This counter
functions during officer hours on all working
days. Public Information Counters have also
been set up in the Regional Offices under direct
supervision of Public Information Officers.

During this period, quarterly reports were
compiled and sent to Central Information
Commission. Information was also put up on
CBSE Website for public information. The list of
designated officers has been displayed at CBSE
website and also given in Appendix XXIV.
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Redressal of Public Grievances

The cell for the redressal of public grievances
was set up in 1993. This cell constantly monitors
public grievances received from different
sources and ensures timely disposal of public
complaints. Every week Wednesday forenoon
is observed as 'Meetingless Day' in the Board's
head office and Regional offices when the public
can directly approach senior officers regarding
grievances, if any. Monthly and quarterly reports
on the public grievances are sent to the Ministry
of HRD and to the Deptt. of Public Grievances,
Cabinet Secretariat by the Board. 66 complaints
in total were received during the period under
report and settled in favour of the complainant

with in a reasonable time frame.

Malpractice Cell

Besides the public grievance redressal the
public relations unit of the board also monitors
malpractice cell, which has been set up under
the aegis of MHRD, Govt. of India. The main
objective of the cell is to keep a vigilant watch
on educational activities of private organizations
and institutions. The cell monitors misleading
advertisements appearing in national, regional
dailies and also verifies complaints received
from other public sources promptly. Cases of
disaffiliation, down gradation of schools because
of irregularities committed by the schools are
also highlighted through media for generating
public awareness. 7 cases was received during

the period under report.

Smooth Evaluation

(a) The Board appointed School principals
as Chief Nodal Supervisors for evaluation
purposeincitieswherethenumberofschools
was large and three or more Head Examiners
were involved in a subject. The Chief Nodal
Supervisors were put in charge of the same
subject, which he or she had taught or had
been teaching as PGT or Principal. This
ensured proper manageability, supervision

and timely completion of evaluation work.
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(b) Observation Schedules: To give fair deal
and redress genuine grievances of the
students, observation schedules were sent
to all the schools principals to record and
forward their suggestions within 24 hours
of the conduct of examination of concerned
subject so that these could be considered
by the expert group while preparing the

marking schemes.

(c) Mandatory Evaluation Teachers selected
for evaluation work had to report on
the appointed date and time to avoid
a mention in their annual records.
Non-release of teachers by any school
could lead to withholding the result of the
defaulting institution. The Board could
also consider and initiate disaffiliation

proceedings.

Permission to use an amanuensis.

The Amanuensis is a student of class lower
than the one for which the candidate will be
taking the examination.

TheCentreSuperintendentofthe Examination
Centre chooses a suitable amanuensis and
forwards his/her particulars to the Regional
Officer concerned for consideration and
approval.

The services of amanuensis are provided free
of cost to the above mentioned categories
of candidates.

The amanuensis is paid remuneration as
prescribed from time to time by the Board,
which at present is Rs.100/- per day.

The candidate are permitted to use the
services of an amanuensis in all or any of
the papers.

The candidate are permitted to draw the
diagrams etc. themselves, if desired by
them.

As per the new rule the special category
students appearing for X or Xll examination
are allowed additional time as given below:

Separate question papers in enlarged print

The Centre Superintendent(s) are directed
to send the answer books of special category

To facilitate easy access, a few selected
schools are made examination centres for
special students.

Blind candidates from Delhi have the facility
to use computer or a typewriter for writing
answers.

Teachers from blind schools are appointed
as Assistant Superintendent(s) (Invigilators)
at the special examination centres. However,
precaution is taken to appoint different
subject teachers on different days.

A separate column has been provided on the
title page of the answer book for indicating
the category challenged candidates so that
these answer books could be segregated
for sending them separately to the Regional
Office of the Board.

It is not mandatory for these candidates to
do the calculations themselves.
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CBSE
Counselling

CBSE started this pioneering community
work 13 years back in 1998 for the first time.
The highlights of CBSE Tele-counselling are:

1 It is offered by trained counselors and
Principals from within CBSE affiliated schools

located in and outside India.

2 Itisavoluntary, free of cost service provided

by the participants.

3 It is offered twice in the year Phase I- Pre

Exam, Phase Il- Post Result.

Ist Phase : Feb- March 2010 - Pre
Examination Counseling

This year as many as 52 Principals, trained
counselors from CBSE affiliated govt. and private
schools, psychologists and social scientists
provide counseling from 8 A.M. upto mid-night
from 49 locations in India. There were 3 helpline
centres outside India also at Kuwait, Dubai and
Doha Qatar.

lind Phase : Post result Counseling

As many as 40 principals, trained counselors
from CBSE affiliated govt. and private schools,
psychologists and social scientists were available
to provide help from 8 AM- upto midnight. Out

of these 37 participants are located in India and

3 centers in Dubai, Doha-Qatar, Kuwait.
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Counseling for Specially abled
Children

The facility to provide counseling to specially
abled children was started by the CBSE last year
to take care of the need and anxiety of special
children. The facility was available this year

also.

IVRS (Interactive Voice Response
System)

First to be introduced by any Board of Education
in the country, CBSE has made a unique effort
to provide Tele-counseling through Interactive
Voice Response System (IVRS) mode. The service
was available for the sixth consecutive year on

CBSE website: Techniques to cope with exam
and result related anxiety were also provided at

the CBSE website.

Question-Answer Columns

CBSE has tied-up with national papers Like The
Hindu, Hindustan Times and for the first time with
Deccan Chronicle for weekly Question Answer
Columns throughout the month of February to

answer queries of students by CBSE experts.

23rd All India Pre-Medical/ Pre-
Dental Entrance Examination

In pursuance of the Supreme Court of India
directive, the 23rd All India Pre-Medical/ Pre-
Dental Entrance Examination was conducted
in two phases on 3rd April, (preliminary) &
on 16th May, 2010 (final). 146230 candidates
appeared in the preliminary examination. 14217
candidates qualified for the final examination
4672 candidates were placed in merit and wait
list.
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9th All India Engineering Entrance
Examination

The 9th All India Engineering Entrance
Examination was conducted on 25th April, 2010.
In all there were 1623 examination centres
located in capital including Riyadh and Dubai.
1065100 Candidates appeared in exam this

year.

In pursuance of Programme of Action (POA), 1992
under the National Policy of Education (1986),
the Government of India, Ministry of Human
Resource Development assigned the responsibility
to the CBSE for conducting All India Engineering/
Pharmacy/ Architecture Entrance Examination
(AIEEE) from the year 2002 with a view to
reduce the multiplicity of tests for admissions
to professional & technical programmes in the
country to cater to Engineering, Pharmacy and
Architecture programmes offered in the Deemed
Universities, Central Institutions other than those
covered by Joint Entrance Examination (JEE) and
institutions in the States/UT’s for both the free/
payment seats.

Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalaya
Selection Test

The selection tests for admission to Class VI in
JNVs are conducted by the Board thrice a year,
February for summer bound schools, April for
winter bound schools. For newly established
INVs, the examination was conducted in June,
2010 in place of September-October. Similarly, a
special examination for newly established JNVs
was also conducted in June 2010. 14,23,000
candidates appeared in February/April/June

2010 examinations.
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Selection Test for Class IX fo JNV

CBSE also conducts the examination for
admission to class IX. 84160 approx candidates
appeared in the examination, which was held in
May 2010.

Eligibility for Improvement
of Performance in Secondary
Examination

eligible for improvement of performance in any
or all the five subjects through subsequent five
attempts.

Merit Certificate

¢ The Board will award a Merit Certificate to
such candidates who have obtained Grade
Al in all the five subjects (excluding the 6th
additional subject) at the Secondary School

examination, as per the qualifying criteria.
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Aptitude reflects the inherent capacity, talent

or ability of an individual. Aptitude testing is a
student-friendly, universally accepted mode
of rating capabilities for a particular activity.
Aptitude tests are known to be reliable predictors
of future scholastic achievement as they provide
a profile of strengths and weaknesses of a
student.

CBSE has designed the Students Global Aptitude
Index (SGAI) to measure student’s aptitude in
combination with the interest. The CBSE SGAI is
meant for students of secondary classes and is
optional for schools and students.

Highlights of CBSE Students
Global Aptitude Index (SGAI)

Although a variety of aptitude screening tests
are already in vogue to help the student identify
personal interests and vocations, yet:

1. CBSE SGAI is a battery of Aptitude Tests
which also combines Interest profile of a
student.

2. It has been customized to suit the Indian
context and variety of student population
in CBSE affiliated Private, Government and
Aided Schools.

3. Unlike the conventional Aptitude Tests,
which indicate professional orientations the
CBSE SGAI will indicate subject orientations
at +2 level.
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4. The CBSE SGAI is meant for students of
secondary classes. This coincides with
the onset of adolescence and beginning
of career concepts (although not in the
concrete form). It is therefore crucial to give
a road map to the child which is realistic and
favorable.

5. SGAIl is aimed to empower a child with
“self knowledge” in terms of the Aptitude
and Interest, to enable the child in making
informed subjects choices.

6. Since CBSE SGAI purports to reduce the
mismatch between the Aptitude and the
Interest it will further help in :

¢  Optimizing the child potential and
enhance satisfaction

¢ Increasing motivation
¢ Reducing wastage of human and
financial resources
SGAI : Description

CBSE SGAI is a battery of tests, designed for
students pursuing class X in CBSE affiliated
schools. It is a simple paper and pencil test,
which requires approximately 2 — 2% hours. Due
care has been taken to make the assessment and
interpretation less complicated for the teachers.
The assessment broadly indicates:

¢ Scientific Aptitude

¢ Numerical Aptitude

¢ Social Aptitude

¢ Behavioral Science Aptitude
¢ Art Aptitude and

¢ Interest areas

Methodology

A random survey was conducted in schools by
devising a questionnaire to primarily gauge
whether the schools, parents and students
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were aware of Aptitude Tests, at what stage
these tests should be conducted and parents
attitude towards Aptitude Tests. The responses
received were studied by a group comprising
of psychiatrists, psychologists, experts in
Psychometrics and practicing counselors. It was
decided to construct a battery of Aptitude Tests
and an Interest test which will be customized to
suit the CBSE clientele.

The Pilot Test

The CBSE SGAI has been pilot tested on a sample
of secondary level students drawn from 100
CBSE affiliated Private, Government and Aided
Schools from different parts of the country.

Pre-Trial Teacher Training and
Orientation

e Six orientation workshops were conducted
between November—-December 2009 to
orient and train two teachers and one

counselor from the selected schools.

e These workshops were held in Delhi, Bhopal
Bhubaneswar, Hyderabad, Chandigarh and

Mumbai.

e The participants were made aware of the
rationale and the actual conduct of the test
batteries. The details of scoring were also

discussed with the participants.

e Time lines were given to the schools to
conduct the test and send the responses to

the board for analysis.

e The results obtained were put to item
analysis done by a specialized agency and
based on that changes were made in the

test.
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Training and Advocacy Material

For the mental preparedness and climate
building, Training Manuals, Literature and FAQ's
for parents and students were prepared to
generate awareness about Aptitude and benefits

of Assessment.

The CBSE SGAI is optional for the schools,
however, the board conducted training
workshops to familiarize the principals and
teachers with this new concept as well as its
administration. These principals, teachers and
counselors in turn advocated and educated
students and parents about the CBSE SGAI.

The Micro Pilot Test

After the analysis of first trial and the Pre and
Post trial feedback from participating teachers
and counselors, the test was modified and put

to a second micro trial to ascertain the efficacy.

SGAI Revised Material: Subsequent to
the feedback and second pilot testing the
CBSE SGAI material was revised before final
implementation.

Teacher’s Manual was sent to all participating
schools for instant dissemination and
familiarization with the CBSE SGAI. Teachers
Manual has been specially prepared to start
dialogue with Parents and Students and to
enable climate building for making an informed
choice after class X. Schools were expected and
advised to preferably conduct activities given in
the manual prior to CBSE-SGAI.

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ’s) were also
sent to create understanding and dispel any
doubts.

Enrolment for First CBSE
SGAI-2011

The first CBSE-SGAI was held on 22nd January
2011. Approximately, 212466 students from
3225 schools took part in assessment. Out of
this there were 3134 schools in India while
there were 91 schools overseas including Gulf

and Japan.

Scoring and Interpretation

The scoring keys have been designed in a user
friendly stencil format for the teachers. Method
of scoring and interpretation was explained
in detailed circular sent to all participating
schools.

Score Card has been provided by the board to be
filled up for each student. Schools were required
to prepare assessment reports and submit them
to CBSE.

Record Keeping

Schools were asked to keep record of all
students who opted for CBSE SGAI 2011 and had
send them to the board in prescribed format by
February 2011.
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Merit Scholarship
Schemes

The Central Board of Secondary Education
awards a Merit Scholarship for the meritorious
Single Girl students, who are the only child of
their parents and have passed the CBSE Class
X Examination with 60%/ 6.2 CGPA or more
marks/ grades and are continuing their further
school education of Class Xl and XII. The scheme
is aimed to recognise the efforts of the parentsin
promoting education among girls and to provide
encouragement to meritorious students.

From 2008, students of CBSE affiliated schools
are also eligible for the Central Sector Scheme
of Scholarship introduced by the Ministry of
Human Resource Development, Department of
Higher Education. 82000 scholarships per year
are awarded for graduate/ post graduate studies
to meritorious students from low income families
on the basis of Class Xl results. Based on the
minimum cut off (80 percentile marks), the total
numbers of scholarships are divided among the
State Boards, CBSE and ICSE. The numbers of
scholarships allotted to the Board are distributed
among the pass outs of Science, Commerce and
Humanities Streams in the ratio of 3:2:1. The
rate of scholarship is Rs. 1,000/- per month at
graduation level for first three years of College
& University courses and Rs. 2,000/- per month
at Post Graduation level. Students pursuing
professional courses would get Rs. 2,000/- per
month in the 4th and 5th year. The scholarship is
paid for 10 months in an academic year.

The Board conducted its lInd Workshop on
Strengthening Teaching Competence in CBSE-i
curriculum from 16th — 18th April, 2011 at Indian
High School, Dubai. 187 participants (Principals,
Coordinators and Teachers) from Classes |, Il, VI,
IX and X from 30 schools attend the programme.
The CBSE has also developed its portal
(www.cbse-international.com) to interact with

the teachers and schools.

From this academic year the Board is conducting
CBSE-i Performance Analysis Test (PAT) for the
students of Class IX only as a pilot which is a
non qualifying online tests. The CBSE-i PAT will
be conducted only in the subjects of English,
Mathematics and Science. The proposed test is
likely to be conducted in the month of May in
2011. This test will be in addition to the School
Based Assessment (SBA) being conducted by the
respective schools and would be compulsory for

all the learners.

Adolescence Education Programme

The Central Board of Secondary Education,
under the directions of the MHRD is
implementing the Adolescence Education
Programme at secondary level from class IX
onwards as part of the co-curricular activities in

schools affiliated to it.
The CBSE is implementing AEP in more than
11100 private unaided schools affiliated to the

Board. 5080 schools have already been covered

since 2005-2010.
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The objective of empowering principals and
teachers is to ensure that activities related to
AEP are conducted in schools after the training
programmes. The ultimate objective is to
reach out to adolescents through the Life Skills
Approach.

Advocacy Programmes in which 775 teachers

Mathematical Olympiad are the competitions
conducted by different organizations to identify,
encourage, promote and nurture the talent in
Mathematics at State, Regional, National and
International levels.

After having been accorded the status of an
independent group by National Board of Higher
Mathematics (NBHM) IN 1997, Central Board of
Secondary Education, Delhi has been conducting
CBSE Group Mathematical Olympiad for students
studying in its affiliated schools.

The GMO 2010 was conducted on 5-12-2010
in which 3934 students from CBSE affiliated
schools participated. Out of which 138 qualified
for the final round called INMO (Indian National
Mathematical Olympiad). Conducted by National

Science Exhibition

The National Council of Educational Research
and training, New Delhi organizes State Level
Science Exhibition for children every year as
a part of the first phase of preparation for the
Jawaharlal Nehru National Science Exhibition
for children (JNNSEC). Under this scheme CBSE
organizes Regional level and National level

science exhibition as a prelude to the JNNSEC.

IGNITEisaNational wide Campaigntoharnessthe
creative and Innovative Spirit of School children
organized by National Innovation Foundation
(NIF) and Central Board of Secondary Education.
Successive years CBSE has been competition.
The IGNITE-2010 contest saw participation of
students from 161 districts of 29 States and
UTs of the Country. Overall 2139 entries were
received, which ranged from sectors like energy
environment, transport, general household
utility items etc. The award for the Competition
were given away at a function by Dr. A.P.J. Abdul
Kalam, former President on 8th November 2010
at the [IM, Ahmadabad.

Informatics Olympiad 2010

The Indian Association for research in Computing
Science and the Central Board of Secondary
Education jointly conduct the Indian Computing
Olympiad (ICO) across the country and in few
centres abroad.

The ICO consists of two rounds of examinations.
At the end of these two rounds, a group of
students are be selected for an intensive training
programme. The team representing India at the
International Olympiad in Informatics (IOl) is
selected from this batch.

The Examination for 2010 was conducted in 36
centres in India and 03 centres abroad. Total
6048 students participated in the first round out
of which 244 were selected for the second round
exam held on 22/1/11.

Heritage India Quiz 2010

The CBSE Heritage India Quiz is one of the
enrichment activities initiated by the Board with
the objective of inculcating among the students
interest and appreciation for the rich heritage
and diversity of our country. Started in the
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year 2001, it has been generating tremendous
enthusiasm among the student community.

Out of 925 schools registered for the CBSE-
Heritage India Quiz 2010, 2515 students
appeared in the preliminary written test held
on 28th August 2010 at 69 centres located in all

parts of the country and abroad.

The top 78 teams competed in the 12 Regional
rounds conducted in Chennai, Kochi, Patna,
New Delhi, NOIDA, Vadodara, Jaipur, Gurgaon,
Amritsar and Bhubaneshwar out of which 12
teams qualified for Semi finals.

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The general features of the test in any subject

(iii) The typology of questions will focus only
on assessing student’s skills and abilities
to apply understanding of concepts to

unfamiliar everyday life situations.

(iv) Each testis 2% hours duration and carry100

marks.

Test for students who appeared in March,
2011 class-X examination will be conducted at
different centres in the country from 4th July to
8th July, 2011.

Students appearing in the test will be issued a
certificate by the Board indicating percentile
rank.

National Award to Teachers

Fourteen Principals and Teachers were selected
from amongst the CBSE schools for National
Awards, which were given by her Excellency the
President of India on the Teacher's Day.

CBSE Award to Teachers

The Central Board of Secondary Education
instituted incentive Award to Teachers in the
year 2000 to reinforce the tradition of honoring
the unique accomplishment, proficiency
and ingenuity of teachers who have made a
substantial contribution to the field of education.
The Ministry of Human Resource Development
has given a special and separate category status
to the CBSE Awards to Teachers. Fourteen
awards are given to the selected Principals and
Teachers from CBSE affiliated schools in the
county and abroad.
